1) Jacket Crown.

A Jacket crown is used for front teeth which are too mutilated to be restored by ordinary fillings.
Such cases are very extensive caries, fracture of the crown, and severe pitting . The outer coating of
the natural crown is removed to leave a stump, over which the artificial crown fits like a jacket. The
impression is usually taken with composition in a copper ring.

2) Post Crown.

When a crown is required on a tooth which has been root filled, a post crown is generally used. The
natural crown is cut off and a post fitted down the root canal. On back teeth it covers the entire crown
and called a full crown. On front teeth it covers all but the labial surface and is called a three-quarter

3) Diet.

A correct diet during the period of tooth formation is necessary to produce teeth of good structure.
Such teeth are more resistant to caries than those which are less well-formed. Teeth are forming
throughout pregnancy and childhood so it is essential that the diet contains sufficient calcium,
phosphorus and vitamins to ensure good tooth structure. Mothers attending antenatal and child welfare
clinics are accordingly advised that dairy products, eggs, meat and fish will provide all the calcium,
phosphorus and vitamin D, while fresh fruit and vegetables will supply vitamin C.

4) Root filling.

The object of root filling is to remove the inflamed or dead pulp from a tooth and replace it with a
sterile non-irritant, insoluble root canal filling. It is usually done in two stages: the first to prepare the
canal; the second to insert the root filling. If no difficulties arise, both stages can be completed in one
visit. However, many practitioners prefer a separate visit for each stage.

5) Dental Aid.

Dentistry became a medical profession a little over a hundred years ago. In the previous century a
dental abscess still sometimes led to death. Now dental disease and practice of dentistry are not usually
associated with mortality. As doctors dentists must recognize their obligations to preserve the health



and lives of their patients. Responsibility does not end with the teeth for any dentist- he must remember
that for the mouth he is the doctor.

For most people it is the pain and inconvenience of dental disease and the associated sepsis, disfunction
and disfigurement which cause it to be a troublesome health problem.

DTaJIOH OTBETa
Our Medical University

The Rostov Medical University was founded in 1930. The great Russian scientists
G.P. Rudnev, N.I. Napalkov, V.S. Citovich, N.A. Bogoraz and many others took part in the training
of future doctors. Many outstanding doctors work now at the Rostov Medical University.

As in all other medical universities the course of studies is for six years. The curriculum contains
all the basic and practical subjects that are necessary for the training of highly skilled doctors and
scientists. The Rostov Medical University has six faculties. They are: the Medical Faculty, the Faculty
of Pediatrics, the Faculty of Prophylactic Medicine, the Faculty of Dentistry, the Faculty of Pharmacy
and the Faculty of Military Medicine. During the first two years the students study the so-called pre-
clinical subjects at such chairs as the Chair of Anatomy, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Histology and
Physiology. The students also study Latin, a foreign language, Philosophy and other subjects.
Beginning with the third year special subjects are introduced. They are Pharmacology, Hygiene,
Surgery, Therapy, Pediatrics, Gynecology, infectious diseases and others.

There are two terms in each academic year. At the end of every term (semester) the students take
credit tests and examinations. Practice starts already in the junior years. First and second year students
learn to care for patients. At the end of the third year the students have a six-week practical training.

They perform the duties of nurses. In the fourth year the students have another practical course. They
practise as doctor's assistants at the surgical, therapeutic and other departments for eight weeks. Senior
students have a lot of practical work with patients in hospitals, clinics and out-patient departments.
They learn to diagnose and treat diseases. In the fifth year the students have a six-week practical course
at an out-patient clinic. In our University specialization begins in the sixth year when the students are
given practical training in three main clinical subjects - Therapy; Surgery or Obstetrics and
Gynecology. The students work in out-patient departments, clinics, sanitary and epidemiological
stations. They also attend lectures, seminars and clinical conferences. At the end of the sixth year the
students pass their final state examinations and receive their degree. Medical students may choose the
speciality of a therapeutist, epidemiologist, surgeon, gynecologist, pediatrician, pharmacist, dentist and
other medical professions.

The students of the Rostov Medical University have all the facilities to carry on their
research work under the supervision of their teachers.
