A perfume is a material containing one or more volatile constituents which can produce aroma.
The sense of odour is quite complex and the nose can distinguish a great number of different
odours. The chemistry of perfumes is quite complex since it includes up to 5000 different natural
or synthetic materials. A typical perfume has at least three components of somewhat different
volatibility and molecular weights. The first is the most volatile and is the specific odour when the
perfume is first applied. The second called the middle note, is less volatile and is generally a flower
extract (violet, lilac, etc.).
